
Homework Guidelines for Robert Frye

Math

1.  Most assignments are not intended as homework, per se.  If class time is utilized, most can be finished in class or during homeroom.

2.  There will be occasions where some work is sent home as homework but time will be allotted the next day in class to complete or get help.  

3.  Independent practice and home work, that is scored, will collectively comprise 25% of the nine weeks grade.  Tests, quizzes and projects will comprise the remaining 75%.

Social studies

1.  Most assignments, that do not include class time to complete, are due two or more days after the date assigned.

2.  Daily work will be weighted to a value of either 5 or 10 points.

3.  Large projects that require several days to complete are counted as test scores.

Overall

1.  Work turned in more than one day late can receive a maximum score of 50%; work more than one school week late receives a zero, but the student is still responsible for the work and the material covered by the work.

2.  If classroom behavior determines it, classroom activities can be replaced with homework assignments over the same material as a consequence for this misbehavior, if such behavior makes it impossible to cover the material in class.
