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All student medications must be picked up at the nurse’s office before the end of the school year.  According to state policy, we are unable to send medications home with a student.  Medications that are not picked up by  Monday, May 18th will be disposed of by 3:00pm that day.  Thank you.

As summer approaches and students get summer jobs, they tend to want to purchase electronics.  
Although we won't recommend specific models or kinds of devices, if
you buy a computer or similar equipment for your child, we encourage
you to buy a device that features

·       An 802.11x wireless networking capability (the district
provides filtered wireless access in all buildings for students).
·       A virus protection program, if purchasing a Windows or
Macintosh desktop or laptop computer.
·       A color screen with a minimum resolution of 1024 × 600 pixels.
·       An on-screen or external keyboard for entering text.
·       An audio outport for earbuds or headphones.
·       A minimum of 6 hours of use from one battery charge.
·       A full-functioning, recent web browser (such as Firefox,
Explorer, or Safari) that will allow access to Google Apps for
Education tools and documents, our student information system student
portal, our state's content databases, and our school library catalog,
e-book and audiobook collection, along with online textbooks and other
e-resources the district provides.
·       A case that will protect the device.

Although these features are less essential, you might consider getting
a device with

·       A camera that takes both still photos and video (front- and
rear-facing cameras are most versatile).
·       A microphone.
·       Ear buds or headphones
·       The ability to run Flash software (to view some online videos
and animations).
·       Machine-based productivity software (such as Microsoft Office,
Open Office, or Pages).
·       The capacity to run graphing calculator software.

Many smartphones, netbooks, tablets, or full-sized laptops (new or
used) can do most of these things. You may wish to bring the above
list into the store to ask salespeople whether the devices you're
considering meet the requirements. But remember, there is no perfect
device. When writing a paper, solving a math problem, researching a
topic, or collaborating with fellow students, technology can help your
child do his or her schoolwork and develop good technology skills
along the way.

School Sports Physicals

The medical staff at the Family Health Center are partnering with the Morris County Hospital Rehab staff to provide a comprehensive sports physical for students entering 7th through 12th grades as of fall 2015.  The first round of sports physicals are Monday, May 18th, with appointment times starting at 3:00pm.  The next round will be offered Monday, June 1st, beginning at 2:00pm.  Please call the Family Health Center at (620)767-5126 to schedule your appointment.  You should expect your appointment to last approximately 45 minutes.  This collaborative effort will offer school physicals at the Family Health Center in Council Grove.  The FHC medical staff will complete general physical exams and offer immunizations.  MCH physical therapists and occupational therapists will be assessing strength, range of motion, joint mobility, flexibility, balance, and functional movement to establish a baseline for each student as part of the musculoskeletal exam.  The comprehensive sports physicals will be offered at no additional charge.  The physicals can be billed to insurance, please check with your insurance provider for coverage.
USD 417 NEWS

At a special Board of Education meeting held Thursday, April 23rd, the Board voted to change grade level configuration of Council Grove High School to include grades 7-12, change the configuration of Council Grove Elementary School to PK-6, and to close Council Grove Middle School.

Because of a tight time line for remodeling at the high school and moving classrooms from Council Grove Middle School to the other buildings, the Board also has approved the canceling of school on May 19, 20, and 21.  This means that for every student in grades PK-8, the last day of school is May 18th.

Inoculation Policy

JGCB


All students enrolling in any district school shall provide the building principal with proof of immunization of certain diseases or furnish documents to satisfy statutory requirements.  Booster shots required by the Secretary of the Department of Health and Environment are also required.


A copy of this policy and the applicable state law shall be distributed to students, prospective students or their parents on or before May 15th of each school year.  The superintendent shall issue a news release each August explaining the required inoculations and booster shots.  Parents may delegate in writing their authority to consent to immunizations.  If the parent is not reasonably available, and the authority to consent has not been denied as provided in law, individuals other than the parent may consent to the immunizations as provided for in current law.


Students who fail to provide the documentation required by law may be excluded from school by the superintendent until statutory requirements are satisfied.  Notice of exclusion shall be given to the parents/guardians as prescribed by law.  Students who are not immunized against a particular disease(s) may be excluded from school during any outbreak.


Each principal shall forward evidence of compliance with the inoculation law to other schools or school districts when requested by the school or by the student’s parents/guardians.

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Immunization Requirements for the 2015 - 2016 School Year

K.A.R. 28-1-20 defines immunizations required for any individual who attends school or a childcare program
operated by a school. There are changes in requirements for immunizations for the upcoming school year.
Please carefully review the requirements below. The usual number of doses required are listed; however
there are exceptional circumstances that could alter the number of doses a child needs. If you have questions
about your child's immunization status, contact your child's primary care provider or local health department.
Proof of receiving the immunizations must be provided to the school prior to attending the first day of school.

Early Childhood Program Operated by a School

Ages 4 Years and Under

Vaccine Requirement
DTaP/DT (diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis) 4 doses

IPV (polio) 3 doses
MMR (measles, mumps, rubella) 1 dose
Varicella (chickenpox) 1 dose*
Hepatitis A 2 doses
Hepatitis B 3 doses

Hib (haemophilus influenza type B) 4 doses**
Prevnar (pneumococcal conjugate) 4 doses**

Kindergarten - Grade 6

* Varicella (chickenpox) vaccine is not required if child
has had chickenpox disease and disease is
documented by a physician signature.

Without a physician signature, vaccine is required
even if you believe child has had chickenpox disease.

** Total doses needed is dependent upon age of child

when doses were received.

*** All students in grades K - 4, all new students and

students currently completing the polio series must

have 6 months between the last 2 doses of polio
vaccine, and one dose must be after the 4th

birthday.
