I have enclosed a copy of the playground safety inspection report for the Council
Grove Elementary School, along with a copy of the Public Playground Safely Handbook,
on which the inspection and recommendations are based.

This audit is not a "pass-fail" type of inspection. There are hazards associated with all
playground equipment, and the enclosed report ranks those hazards so that the school
district can set priorities regarding which items to address first. I would recommend
close scrutiny of items that have a high ranking number (6 or 7) and advise
priority attention be given to those items.

Proper maintenance and periodic inspection of the equipment and surfacing is
always a challenge, but is the most effective way to prevent injuries and maintain a
safe play environment. I have included copies of both high-frequency and low
frequency inspection checklists that may be used to aid in the formation of a
regular inspection plan for the playgrounds.

This playground safety inspection was based on the U.S. Consumer Product Safety
Commission's (CPSC) Public Playground Safety Handbook, 2010 edition. The CPSC
Handbook was created to help schools and other groups build safe playgrounds. Over 200,000
children are treated in U.S. hospitals and emergency rooms each year for injuries associated
with playground equipment. Most injuries occur when children fall from equipment onto the
ground. Many playground injuries can be prevented by providing adequate protective surfacing
material and ensuring that equipment meets the CPSC guidelines. It is impossible to eliminate
all risk, however; and some injuries may still occur.

For each item of playground equipment, this report lists components which do not conform to
the CPSC Handbook. For each item, the report provides the CPSC standard, the actual
condition observed, a risk assessment, and a recommendation for eliminating or reducing the
hazard. The risk assessment can be helpful in prioritizing hazards to determine a schedule for
action. The risk assessment is derived from an estimate of the severity and probability of an
accident occurring, as follows:

Severity of injury:
I Negligible (probably no injury)
2  Marginal (minor injury)
3 Critical (severe injury with lost school attendance; no permanent disability or fatality)
4 Catastrophic (permanent disability or loss of life)
Probability of iniur?[:
1 Low probability
2  Moderate probability
3 High probability

It is recommended that a school employee inspect the playground on a daily to weekly basis to
ensure that surfacing material is in place around equipment and that no obvious hazards are
present. A more thorough inspection should be conducted by a school employee on a monthly
basis, using CPSC Handbook "Appendix A" as a checklist.

Important:
e This is not an engineering or architectural study.

o Contact the equipment manufacturer before altering any equipment. Malke all repairs
and alterations with parts supplied by the manufacturer and in accordance with the
manufacturer's instructions.

o This inspection addressed only those items for which guidance appears in the CPSC
Handbook, and did not include athletic equipment, such as basketball courts, baseball
diamonds, soccer fields, etc. This audit does not address any components of the ADA
standards.

Important notices for this Playground

Age appropriateness
This playground has several components that
are not recommended for pre-school age children 2-5.
These will be noted on the report, and should be
specifically labeled with signage to enable supervisors
to 1dentify which components might not be appropriate
for the 2-5 age group

Surfacing
The surfacing material on these playgrounds is not
of sufficient depth to guard against catastrophic
injury from falls from some of the equipment. The
height of the equipment from which a child might
fall should correspond to the recommended surfacing
type and depth as outlined in the table on the following

page.
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Important considerations concerning loose-fill surfacing of Playgrounds

Loose-fill materials are generally landscaping-type materials that can be layered to a certain depth
and resist compacting. Some examples include wood mulch, wood chips, sand, pea gravel, and
shredded/recycled rubber mulch.

Important tips when considering loose-fill materials:

1. Loose-fill materials will compress at least 25% over time due to use and weathering. This must
be considered when planning the playground. For example, if the playground will require 9
inches of wood chips, then the initial fill level should be 12 inches.

2. Loose-fill surfacing requires frequent maintenance to ensure surfacing levels never drop below
the minimum depth.

5. Good drainage is essential to maintaining loose-fill surfacing. Standing water with surfacing
material reduces effectiveness and leads to material compaction and decomposition.

6. Critical height may be reduced during winter in areas where the ground freezes.

7. Never use less than 9 inches of loose-fill material except for shredded/recycled rubber (6
inches recommended). Shallower depths are too easily displaced and compacted

8. Some loose-fill materials may not meet ADA/ABA accessibility guidelines. For more information,
contact the Access Board (see §1.6) or refer to ASTM F1951.

9. Wood mulch containing chromated copper arsenate (CCA)-treated wood products should not
be used; mulch where the CCA-content is unknown should be avoided (see §2.5.5.1).

VII. Practices
Practices are to meet the following guidelines:

Coaches should have a written practice plan for each practice conducted.

Each practice plan should have water breaks written into the schedule.

All elements of practice are to be monitored by a staff member. Senior/captains
do not have the authority to begin any phase of practice in the coaches’ absence.
This includes warm-up/stretching and cool-down sessions,

Coaches should be the first to arrive and last to leave the locker room. Locker
rooms are not to be unmonitored. At least one coach should be present at the site
until all athletes have left.

Practices should be limited to 2.5 hours in length.

Practices are NOT to be conducted on Saturday or Sunday (including “optional
practices”). Were there a rare occasion where during a weekend seeding meeting
that a postseason game get assigned to a Monday, an exception could be granted

by the district athletic department. The district athletic department must approve

any exceEtlonglm for a practice on the weekend.

Inclement weather warnings are issued by the athletic director or building
administration. These warnings are initially issued by text message. Inclement
weather warnings are non-negotiable and are to be acted upon immediately.
Emergency action plans should include procedures for dealing with weather
issues.

In the advent of potential weather issues including thunderstorms or excessive
heat cautions will be sent via email at 2:30 PM by way of email and text message.
In the event of a school being cancelled all practices, games and activities will be
cancelled as well. *Exceptions are possible if there were to be a KSHSAA
event the next day or a game/tournament were still carried out as scheduled.
The schools administrative team will grant any exception.
